1  tablespoon cracked mixed peppercorns (black, white, 

green and pink) or cracked black pepper

2  large cloves garlic, minced

1  teaspoon salt

Combine all ingredients in small bowl, gently pat rub on roast; 

cook roast according to roasting guidelines on reverse side.

LEMON THYME RUB 
3  tablespoons chopped fresh thyme

2  tablespoons garlic

1  tablespoon freshly grated lemon peel

1  tablespoon olive oil

2  teaspoons coarse grind black pepper

1  teaspoon salt

Combine all ingredients in small bowl, gently pat rub on roast; 

cook roast according to roasting guidelines on reverse side.

ESPRESSO RUB
2  tablespoons finely ground espresso coffee beans

1  tablespoon garlic pepper 

2  teaspoons brown sugar

1  teaspoon ancho chili powder

Combine all ingredients in small bowl, gently pat rub on roast; 

cook roast according to roasting guidelines on reverse side.

ANCHO-CHOCOLATE CITRUS RUB
1  tablespoon ancho chile powder

3  cloves garlic, minced

1½ teaspoons dried oregano leaves

1  tablespoon unsweetened cocoa powder

1  teaspoon freshly grated orange peel

½  teaspoon ground cinnamon

Combine all ingredients in small bowl, gently pat rub on roast; 

cook roast according to roasting guidelines on reverse side.
